mViewer mobile app Installation

The mViewer mobile app is compatible with all HCR Series DVRs.

Note: You should always install the most recent version of firmware available for your DVR. Check the Hunt Electronics Website at
http://www.huntcctv.com/update-HVR.asp for the latest firmware upgrades.

Minimum Requirements for the mViewer
The mViewer mobile app minimum requirements are:

Installing the mViewer mobile app

Live Video Viewing

The mViewer Lite mobile viewing app features Live View: single camera or multiple (quad) camera views. Tap on mViewer Lite on your
Apple mobile device to access mViewer Lite.

Note The HCR DVR video quality setting might need to be adjusted to optimize video performance for using the mViewer-lite app.
Changing the video quality settings might affect the duration of saved video. See the HCR User Guide RECORD SETUP section for
details.

To view live video:
1. With the HCR DVR connected to the network and the mViewer mobile app launched, tap the name of the HCR DVR to which you
want to connect from the list of DVRs in the SetUp screen. Then, go to the Live screen and tap on Connect.
